Considering the news this past month, it is obvious that our
ride is gaining speed and heading to a catastrophic stop! How
about a quick review of some of the news? Europe is a mess as
it strives to resolve its issues between its nations. There are
massive internal struggles between the fractions lead by Ger-
many and accountability and the nations that have taken the
path of socialism, spending their way into bankruptcy. Greece
is only the beginning of the fall of the dominoes. Without help,
Spain, Portugal, and even
England will scon follow the
road to financial ruin. That is
